KINDS OF PLANS 

The plan of the lesson will depend on the kind 
of subject matter to be taught and the purpose 

of the particuiar lesson. There Is no set pattern 
for all lesson but certain principles have always 

to be foliowed.

Appreciation lessons, Drill lesson et 



PREPARATION FOR THE LESSON 

The fist essental of all good planning Is a 
thorough stdy of the sublect matter. Ihe suboct 
matter has to be property analysed In order to 
have a gIasp of the aims and oblectves of the 

esson. A esson may have al or some of the 
oblective gven below. 

1. . Knowecge 
2 Undestanding 

Questlons 

Developmental auestons. Iheso quostlon are

Once he objectves of a lesson hOve been 

pnoointed the teacher has to declde which 

eonng experieNcES are requlred tor fultiling the 
oojectves. Then she has to plan as to how best 

to gve these ENperiences in a loglcal as well as 

psychological sequence. The oblectives of the 

essons are to be kept in view all the time whle 
eaching. The plan should also provlde for 
evaluation ie. the teacher shoud be ableto ambiguous, and should have as for as posslble 
know how tar the planned oblectives have been ony one comect answer. A questons as rue shouid 

ufled. 
NTRODUCING THE LESSON 

This step in the herbartian teminology ls called 
he preporaton' because the pupis are prepared 
or receving the new knowledge. (The prevlous 
knowledge of the pupils related to the topic of 
he new lesSon is brought out by means of fwo 
or three well dlrected questions or a story supple 
mented by discussion). when the pupis are 

eody to recetve the new knowledge, alm of the 

esson is stated & topic is witten on block-board. 

Avold sugoestive, altornatlve, thetorlcal
questtons and questions which have yes' and'no' 
as answer. The questlons should not be 

be put to the whole class. 

ANSWER 

Usually answers by the pupils should be in 

complete sentences and should be in correct 
anguage. Students gving wrong answer shoud 
be prompted towards corect answer. 

BLACK- BOARD WORK 

Often t is necessary to use the black board for 
makng sketches and dlagrams. Sometimes a 
dlagram which grows with the development of 
the lesson ls more useful than a previously 
prepared lustratton. 

PRESENTATION 
Generaly except in Appreclation and Skll 

essons the poges in the lesson plan is divided into 

our columns. In the left extreme hand column 

he main point of the subject matter should be 
ritten in the correct sequence. Two Mlddle 
olumns are for teacher actvity and student 
ctivity. In the extreme right hand column the 
arious devices used by the teacher must be 
ritten. These teaching devices are used for 
arifying the subject mafter and developlng the 
SSon. They aso help pupls comprehension and
nderstanding. hese devices may Include
ack-Board work, diagiams, Charts, models or questions. 
ny other appropriate devices. 

The black board should be so placed as to be 
fully vislble to all the puopls. Wrting on the 
black-board must be bold and legible. The
teacher has to be careful not to obstruct the view 
of the pupl whille she is wting on the black board. 

The summary of the lesson shoud be witten 
on the black boaid, lt should be developed with 
help of the pupls. The best procedure Is to base lt 
on the answer eceived to recapitulatory
